APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

SUBSTRATE QUALITY / PRE-TREATMENT

All necessary preparatory work must be completed
before the grout is mixed.

Formwork should be erected and made grout-

tight. Sealing can be achieved by using Sikaflex® -
11FC+ sealant beneath or around formwork and
between joints. The formwork must be designed with
sufficient hydrostatic head to ensure grout flow into
and across the grouting area. Ensure that all surfaces
with which the grout will come into contact are clean
and dust free. A strong concrete substrate free of all
friable material will enhance a good bond. The con-
crete substrates should be pre-soaked with clean wa-
ter continuously for 2 to 6 hours to ensure a saturated
surface dry condition throughout the operation. Im-
mediately before pouring grout, remove all excess or
standing water from within any formwork, cavities or
pockets.

MIXING

For each 25 kg bag of Parex Speedsure S Grout, 3 litres
to 3.75 litres of water are required. Single bag mixes
should be prepared using a high torque slow speed
drill with a grout stirrer. Pour the required quantity of
clean water into the mixing vessel. Slowly add the
Parex Speedsure S Grout to the water whilst continu-
ally mixing. Continue mixing for 1 minute untill a ho-
mogenous mix is achieved. Place grout immediately.
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APPLICATION

Parex Speedsure S Grout should be hand poured into
place immediately after mixing. Continuous placing is
important, pouring from one side of the formwork un-
til the grout appears at the opposite side of the grout-
ing area. Do not disturb once grouting has been com-
pleted before the grout has hardened.

Parex Speedsure S Grout may be placed at temperat-
ures between 5°C and 35°C. For temperatures above
20°C care should be taken to avoid premature setting
before complete placement has been achieved.

CURING TREATMENT

After the grout has initially hardened, remove form-
work and trim edges while grout is ‘green’. Protect the
fresh material from premature drying using appropri-
ate curing method e.g. curing compound such as a
product from the Sikafloor® ProSeal range, moist geo-
textile membrane or hessian, polythene sheet, etc. In
cold weather apply heat blankets to maintain a con-
stant temperature.

CLEANING OF EQUIPMENT

Clean all tools and application equipment with water
immediately after use. Hardened / cured material can
only be mechanically removed.
