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APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

SUBSTRATE PREPARATION

The preparation of the substrate and the use of the 
appropriate primer are of paramount importance. All 
surfaces to which Sikafloor® M 276 is applied should 
be sound, clean and dry and free from oil or grease, 
loose particles and any other substances which may 
impair adhesion. For substrate pre-treatment prior to 
the primer application see primer technical data 
sheet.
Important: Sikafloor® M 276 is unsuitable for use as a 
tie coat to cementitious overlays

MIXING

Sikafloor® M 276 is supplied in working packs which 
are pre-packaged in the exact ratio. Before mixing, 
precondition both the A and B components to a tem-
perature of approximately 15 to 25 °C.
Pour the entire contents of Part B into the container of 
Part A. DO NOT MIX BY HAND. Mix with a mechanical 
drill and paddle at a low speed (approx. 300 rpm) for 
at least 3 minutes. Scrape the sides and the bottom of 
the container several times to ensure complete mix-
ing. Keep the mixer bladed fully submersed in the 
coating to avoid introducing air bubbles. DO NOT 
WORK OUT OF THE ORIGINAL CONTAINER. After prop-
er mixing to a homogeneous consistency, pour the 
mixed Parts A and B into a clean container and mix for 
a further minute.

APPLICATION

Sikafloor® M 276 is poured onto the prepared sub-
strate and spread with a notched trowel, or spreader 
(rubber or steel). The curing time of the material is in-
fluenced by the ambient, material and substrate tem-
peratures. At low temperatures, the chemical reac-
tions are slowed down; this lengthens the pot life, 
open time and curing times. High temperatures speed 
up the chemical reactions thus the time frames men-
tioned above are shortened accordingly. To fully cure, 
the material, substrate and application temperature 
should not fall below the minimum. Following aplica-
tion the material should be protected from direct con-
tact with water for approx. 16 hours. The temperature 
of the substrate must be at least 3 K above the dew 
point both during the application and for at least 16 
hours after application (at 15 °C).

CLEANING OF TOOLS

Clean all tools and application equipment with Sika® 
Thinner C immediately after use. Hardened material 
can only be removed mechanically.
