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APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
SUBSTRATE PREPARATION

All surfaces must be cleaned and be free from dust,
grease and frost. Surfaces may be damp, but must
have no standing water. For some substrates, priming
is not required (except when area is intermittently or
permanently immersed). If in doubt contact Sika®
Technical Services.

Joints should be designed in accordance with BS 6093.
Square cross sections are preferred with a minimum
10 mm depth.

NEW JOINTS: Concrete joints should be sawn, all
debris flushed away after cutting, and joints allowed
to dry.

RENOVATING OLD JOINTS: Remove all old sealant
from existing joint and clean back to sound concrete
by wire brushing, grinding or shot blasting.

Fit backing rod and/or joint breakers as required by
relevant flooring standards/specifications/codes of
practice.

For a neat finish, mask joint edges, removing masking
tape immediately after tooling is complete and before
sealant skins over.

Primer

Mortar: Use Sika® Primer 3-N.

Improve adhesion to non porous surfaces by using
Sika® Aktivator 205.
